Rachel Starr Thomson

According to the Christian Fantasy Review, Rachel Starr
Thomson is “becoming a serious writer. Thomson has a
great imagination [and] is able to tell a rousing good story.”
Rachel’s first fantasy novel, Worlds Unseen, delves into a
world where spiritual forces have been hushed up and his-
tory buried under deception. When Maggie Sheffield discov-
ers the truth in the form of a written covenant with evil, she
is pulled into a battle centuries old—one that will change
her forever.
